Craft: Make a generosity jar!

Things you need:
e A glass/plastic jar
e Paddle-pop sticks (wider ones will be
easier to use than thin ones)
e Materials for decoration (e.qg.
pens/markers, stickers, ribbons/string)

What to do:

e Label the jar “Generosity Jar” (you can use
a sticky label for this, or write it on the jar
with permanent marker)

e Decorate the jar however you like (e.g.
stickers, tying a ribbon around the top)

e On each paddle-pop stick, write 1 way you
can be generous. This can be something
like “share toys with my little
sister/brother”, “being kind when playing
with friends”, “helping my mum with
chores”.
