Feeling powerless

1. Israel was exceedingly fruitful (1:1-7)

2. Human opposition as God's people are enslaved (1:8-14)

They have become “too numerous”! (1:8-10)

So, a new pharaoh adopts two tactics (1:11a)

(1:11-14)

(1:16, 22)

A growing dilemma: whom do the Hebrews serve?
